NEW ‘E-REGISTRATION’ TRAINING & 

REGISTERING FOR COMPETITIONS SESSION

It is very important to make sure that your President and Registrar (or delegate) attend this meeting and training session. Synchro Canada is introducing a mandatory new e-registration system that will give the clubs the responsibility to enter and maintain their club membership records and registration data.  This applies to registering Competitive and Recreational/Novice Clubs, Swimmers, General Members, Coaches and Officials.

Around the middle of August you will receive an instructional sheet on how the registration process works. As well, you will receive a practice login and password to a training site where the club registrars can become familiar with the on-line system. This is only a training site so feel free to login and practice entering and editing information as much as you want. 

At the September 19th meeting we will review the membership entry process and issue each club registrar with their club’s unique login code and password that will allow them access to their club member information on the official e-registration system. Once you have your login information you can start entering your club member registration information. 

As per previous years, clubs will receive a registration package from Synchro Swim Ontario, via email, which will contain all the paperwork and list of requirements which will still be necessary to be submitted to the office, i.e. waivers, photo release, police checks etc. Submission deadlines and payment forms will also be included. Note late payment fines will apply for missed deadlines as per finance policy.

Regarding your Synchro Ontario fees for 2009-10 season, there will be no change to membership fees, athlete levy, or award fees, EXCEPT for a $2.00 increase to athlete membership fees (competitive, recreational/novice – including masters).  Regarding competition entry fees for Ontario events, there will be no increase to the fees posted in 08-09.  Fees for the 2010 Winter Games will be announced shortly.  We have heard of no fee increase for Synchro Canada. 
As this is a new membership entry process for everyone we will be working closely with Synchro Canada and the registrars to help make the transition as smooth as possible.
